International Service Learning Fund

Inaugurated with a $25,000 grant from the Synod of the Trinity New Ventures Fund, the scholarship program supports worthy students who participate in an international service experience.  Students will be selected based upon an application and interview.  Scholarships are competitive and may not be awarded to all applicants.  

Applications may be obtained from the Center for Service-Leadership.  Each application is expected to be complete and returned to the Center at least three months prior to the actual international experience.  Scholarship awards may vary based upon the experience and need, but no scholarship will exceed one-third of the amount of the total cost of the trip.  

Policies

Students who apply must understand and comply with the following policies.

1.
Funds awarded must only be used for participation in an international service-learning trip sponsored by the college.  The leadership of the trip must be college employees who can serve as instructors of the basic service learning curse (SLR 105) or the added credit option (SLR 255-455) to another course that will be offered during the trip.  Although not required to enroll in the course for credit, all student participants are expected to complete the service learning experiences.  Such international service learning experiences will include all four elements of service learning: preparation, meaningful service, reflection and celebration.

2. Non-Bonner Scholar students will have priority in the application for funds in the International Service Learning account.  Bonner Scholars will apply for Bonner Summer Monies that can be utilized for the purpose of international service learning. The Bonner Program Staff will make decisions concerning which Bonner Scholars receive funding.  If a Bonner Scholar does not receive monies from the Bonner Summer Program, that student would be eligible for application to the International Service Fund. 

3.
All students that apply for funds for international service learning must submit a completed application that includes: 1) personal motivation; 2) previous service involvement; 3) estimated budget and plans for obtaining the funds; 4) plans for interpreting the experience upon their return.

4.
Students may apply for a maximum of one-third of the estimated costs of the international service learning experiences.  The College employee leading the experience shall make requests for the funds on behalf of the students to the Business Office through the Office of Student Services.  Monies will not be paid out to directly to students, but will be used to pay appropriate costs related to the experience (airfare; housing; etc.).

Awards

A committee composed of the Vice President for Student Services, the Director of the Bonner Scholar Program and three service-learning mentors will be responsible for the review of applications, interviews and selection of the recipients.  This committee, upon making its decision, will notify all applicants and the staff person leading the particular international service learning experience.
