Instructions for voting by Absentee Ballot

If you wish to make your voice heard by casting an absentee ballot in your home county, please follow these instructions.

1. Complete the enclosed Absentee Ballot request form.

a. Your “Residential Address” is the county address in which you wish to vote (i.e. your parent’s house).

b. Please complete the form entirely as incomplete forms cannot be mailed.

c. You must include both your social security number and a signature.

d. Return the request form to Patrick Noltemeyer in campus mail.

2. An absentee ballot will be mailed by the county clerk in your home county to your campus post office box with instructions for completion.  Don’t forget to send it back in!
